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BREAKING NEWS! The AACMA Board has recently re-instated accreditation for
(western) remedial massage for members of AACMA in addition to its TCM Remedial
Massage standard. Accreditation in (western) remedial massage is offered as a service
to AACMA members accredited in acupuncture and/or Chinese herbal medicine.
Accreditation in (western) remedial massage will not be available as an entry-level
standard. That is, AACMA will not be accepting any new members based solely on
a remedial massage qualification.

In order to qualify for accreditation in (western) remedial massage, members must
_have a Diploma of Remedial Massage issued in accordance with the Health Training
T ASSOUATONLTD Package (HTP) in Complementary and Alternative Medicine (CAM). For members
T acwoicomme who completed their studies in remedial massage/therapy prior to the HTP coming

- | into operation, accreditation may be considered only if the course was a ‘government-
accredited’ program of a standard and duration comparable to the current HTP
Diploma of Remedial Massage.

TCM Remedial Massage (Tuina) AACMA will continue to accredit practitioners
in TCM Remedial Massage (Tuina).

Benefits of massage accreditation The AACMA standard in TCM remedial
massage is already accepted by a majority of health funds paying a benefi. AACMA
is lodging submissions with all the remaining health funds secking recognition of
members accredited in remedial massage and/or TCM remedial massage.

This means that members suitably qualified in remedial massage will not have to join
any other association in order to have health fund recognition for massage services.
